B-5 POLICY Additional Locations

In support of the College’s Mission, Vision, and Strategic Plan, Southeast Community College establishes
additional locations throughout its 15-county service area to provide credit-based and continuing education
opportunities that extend learning beyond its three campuses (Beatrice, Lincoln, and Milford). The College
is committed to ensuring compliance with the Nebraska Coordinating Commission for Postsecondary
Education (CCPE), Higher Learning Commission, and United States Department of Education requirements
regarding opening, closing, or relocating, an additional location.

SCC adheres to HLC's definition of “additional location” as a facility 1) that is geographically apart from the
main campus, 2) where instruction takes place, and 3) where it is possible for students to do one or both of
the following:
f Complete 50% or more of the courses in educational programs leading to a degree, certificate,
or other recognized educational credential
. Complete 50% or more of a degree completion program (even if the degree completion
program provides less than 50%of the courses leading to the degree)

SCC’s additional locations may provide access to instruction via interactive TV, video, or online teaching,
which requires students to be present at a physical location.
